(export value of complex and certain fertilisers ~ 190 mill €)

» SFG - Ukraine - syringes, caustic soda

Termination of the investigations without measures
(export value ~ 4 mill € each)

> SFG - Ukraine - polymeric materials

Reduction of the duty from 18% to 12,5%
(export value ~ 66 mill €)
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5.2 Achievements

> AD - Brazil — frozen fries

A review in order to include also seasoned fries was terminated without
enlarging the scope of the measures.
